Iôm captivated by the various 

grains in each piece of wood as no two are ever alike. I feel they enhanced my 

sculptures and  give a sensual quality to my work. I enjoy the natural warmth of the 

material and  become completely absorbed with the challenge of designing and  

redesigning my ideas to fit the wood in front of me. When Iôm finished a carving, I 

love running my fingers over the polished surfaces. I feel like Iôve become a part of the sculpture.ò 

 

ñI occasionally return to sculpt in clay or plaster. This allows me a greater opportunity to explore 

the effects of negative spaces. I find this a welcome change from the constraints of wood. Here I 

have the opportunity to manipulate forms and make major changes that are rarely possible in 

wood.ò  To see more of Perkyôs work, visit our website www.gnal.org.

BRADLEY HENDERSHOT  
   Novemberôs meeting provided a full house to listen to, 

watch water color demonstrations, and to be both informed 

and entertained by Bradley Hendershot, a Pennsylvania  

watercolorist living locally in Upper Hanover Township 

and summering on Monhegan Island, Maine, both locations 

providing sources for his inspiration and subjects for his 

paintings. When asked if he ever painted landscape alone, 

just the trees and grasses and rocks, Brad paused for a mo-

ment and replied quite simply, ñNo, I like old stone and 

clapboard buildings,ò which he captures with incredibly 

beautiful and realistic detail. Brad showed the beginnings of 

a painting he is working on with pencil sketching and a few 

areas of paint. While explaining how he progresses, from 

wash and then layering by placing in colors, creating texture 

with paper towels, his hand or fingers and then to the final 

dry-brush technique to provide the realistic details in his 

works, he freely painted, bringing the beginnings of a barn 

door and window to life before a large audience. 

   While painting and answering a field of varied questions, 

Brad provided information about himself and his painting 

style, his beginnings as a watercolorist, an interesting  

history of the Island and some very amusing stories of his 

experiences painting on Monhegan Island. His relaxed and 

low-key style allowed viewers to freely ask their questions 

and generated a feeling of being engaged in the painting and 

not merely observers. Brad also had a large number of  

preliminary paintings, finished paintings and a number of 

prints, some of which he passed around and others available 

to freely look through. It was a delight listening to and 

watching Brad paint, learning and gathering insight and 

being able to share a bit of his beautiful paintings of rural 

Pennsylvania and coastal Maine.
