The first 65 years of Arnoldõs life were dedicated to developing and implementing standards so 

that computers could be used internationally. He was always interested in taking photos to 

document his travels and the growing up of his children. After retirement a few years ago, in his 

quest to learn Photoshop at the Montgomery County Community College, Arnold was forced 

into producing a triptych. He used his photos to create a digital composite that won a prize at a 

GNAL art show, so Arnold went back for more education and started sharing his knowledge of 

digital photography and computer operation to teach introductory classes for timid owners of 

new digital cameras. Always interested in new techniques for cameras and computer programs, 

he volunteers for the Morris Arboretum, the College, and for GNAL, documenting events and 

providing images for publications.

Learn to handle the pastel medium. Emphasis on using 
color. Create color harmonies while building upon a limited 
palette. Color layering and blending. Working from a still 
life set-up or reference material. Discussions and demo. 
We will also cover types of pastels available, use of  
different fixing and transporting finished drawings, framing 
and important safety issues.

13.  Tortillons (optional)

Many members have requested the recipe so we 

have included it in the newsletter below.  Thanks Becky! 

 

Slow-Cooked Beef Minestrone 
Makes 14 cups.  Active time 30 min, total time 5 hours-8 1/2 hours. 

 
1 pkg (about 1.5 lbs) Boneless Beef Chuck Roast, cut into 1-inch cubes 

Pan Searing Flour 

2 Tbsp Pure Olive Oil 
1 pkg (16 oz) cleaned & cut Minestrone Soup Vegetables 

Salt and pepper 
1 carton (32 oz) Beef Culinary Stock 

1 can (14.5 oz) Italian-Style Diced Tomatoes 
1 pkg (24 oz) Italian Classics Seasoned Tomato Sauce 

1/2 cup dry Italian Classics Ditalini Soup Pasta 

1 can (15.5 oz) Italian Classics Garbanzo Beans, drained and rinsed 
1 pkg (6 oz) Baby Spinach 

 
You'll Need: 6-8 qt slow cooker, large braising pan. 

1. Dust beef with pan-searing flour; pat off excess 

2. Heat oil in large braising pan on medium-high until oil faintly 

smokes. Add beef; sear 10 min until all sides are paper-bag brown. 

3. Transfer beef to slow cooker; don't discard pan drippings. Add  
vegetables to pan with beef drippings; season with salt and pepper. 

Cook, stirring, 3 min; add to slow cooker. 

4. Add stock, tomatoes, and sauce to slow cooker. Cover, cook 4 1/2 -6 

hours on high or 8-10 hours on low . 

5. Add dry pasta and beans 30 minutes before end of cooking on high 

(45 minutes before end of cooking on low ). 
6. Add spinach to slow cooker; stir to blend well. Allow spinach to 

lightly wilt, about 2 minutes.
